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TELEMUNDO SECURES RIGHTS TO BROADCAST FIRST DIVISION MEXICAN SOCCER LEAGUE MATCHES FOR 2009

MIAMI - January 13, 2009 - Telemundo Communications Group Inc. ("Telemundo"), a leading producer of high-quality content for Hispanics in the U.S. and audiences around the world, today announced it has secured rights to continue broadcasting all of the matches played at the home stadiums of six premiere teams of Mexico's First Division Soccer League (Futbol Liga Mexicana - FLM) for 2009.  These rights also include all the playoff, semifinal and final matches of the Mexican National Championship played by these teams. 

"Building on the great success of the Mexican Soccer League games we brought to our viewers last year, we are thrilled to have closed this significant deal to continue offering premiere Mexican soccer to our viewers," said Don Browne, President, Telemundo.  "This deal, in combination with the best Sports team in the industry and a great soccer slate, positions Telemundo as the premiere destination for soccer in the US."

This unprecedented deal includes the rights to over 100 matches from the Torneo de Clausura and Torneo de Apertura of the following FLM teams: Los Diablos Rojos del Toluca, Los Pumas de UNAM, Los Rayados de Monterrey, Los Tigres de UANL, Los Rojinegros del Atlas and Los Potros de Hierro del Atlante.  Telemundo will feature all home games of the defending champions, Los Diablos Rojos del Toluca, and the rematch from the last final (Gran Final) on March 22nd when Cruz Azul visits Toluca. In addition, Telemundo, already the home of this season's SuperClásico and the Clásico Tapatio through its relationship with Chivas, will broadcast the "Clásico Regiomontano" when Tigres faces Monterrey on April 11th.

"Telemundo continues to consistently deliver the best Mexican soccer to our audience with the Mexican National Team games, the Chivas games and now the FLM games," said Jorge Hidalgo, Senior Executive Vice President, Telemundo Sports.

Last year FLM concluded on a high for Telemundo attracting 1.2MM A18-49 and 1.8MM P2+  to the network on the League's final TOLUCA VS CRUZ AZUL on 12/14/08. The game delivered the highest impressions for the season of FLM on Telemundo and ranked Telemundo as the #3 network against all broadcast networks airing network programming, regardless of language in the key 18-49, 18-34 and P2+ demos.

Telemundo is also the exclusive broadcaster of the Mexican National Team games under its franchise Rumbo Al Mundial.  The successful franchise shattered records in 2008 by reaching nearly 15 million unduplicated Total Viewers (Persons 2+), increasing overall reach against 2007 Mexican National Team performance by an additional 1.1 million viewers. Among Adults 18-49 Rumbo reached 8.5 million, increasing its reach over 2007 by +4% or an additional 346,000 viewers.   The Rumbo al Mundial match between Honduras vs. Mexico on 11/19/08 ranks as the network's highest rated program ever among Adults 18-49 (2.1 million viewers) and Total Viewers (Persons 2+) (3.2 million) in Telemundo history going back to November 1992.
